City of McCallsburg

The City Council of McCallsburg met on Monday April 2, 2012 at 6:00 pm, at the McCallsburg lift station for a special meeting. Mayor Loney called the meeting to order. Councilpersons Scott Anderson, Chris Erickson, Bill Lytle and David Muth were present. Councilwoman Robin Pruisner was absent. Jeremy Maas from Gehrke, Inc, Michael Shoup from Bartlett & West and Kevin Jacobson were also in attendance. 
Mr. Maas asked the council what they would like done with the old lift station. He stated that according to the contract his company was to remove it to four feet below ground, punch holes through the bottom, fill with sand and cover.
Anderson stated that the city didn’t need the shed anymore and could remove it and sell it. That should make it easier to tear out the shells. 

Maas agreed that would be easier. 

Shoup asked if there was equipment inside the lift station that should be kept.

Mayor Loney stated he wanted to keep the ladder, air compressor and pumps.

After some discussion it was agreed that the pumps were not worth salvaging. Lytle stated he would be ok with the pumps being buried.

Maas stated he believed he could do the demolition the same time he came back to install the erosion stone later this summer.

Anderson stated they should take measurements of the shed and put it up for sealed bid.

Muth asked Maas what was left to finish out the contract.

Maas stated that he still needed to have the road by the old lift station filled with asphalt, fine grade and seed the dirt by the old lift station and lagoon. When the building is gone he will come in take everything out four feet below ground and fill it back in with sand and dirt.

Anderson stated the city should have Alliant remove the power from the old lift station area. 

Lytle made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Pruisner absent.
