Harlan Borton thanked Pruisner and the rest of the council on how well Ragbrai in McCallsburg went. Borton also stated that he thought the park looked great and thanked Pruisner, Bob Thomas and Mark Venner for their efforts. Borton also stated that he thought the streets looked nice but was upset that most of the road repairs were on the south side of town and that his road hasn’t had any repairs done in many years. Borton also stated that the city took part in the TIF Program with the intention for fixing the city streets. Anderson stated that many of the roads had been looked at and we’re ranked on priority by Manatts and the council used their suggestions and also the Ragbrai route, doing as many repairs as could be afforded this year. Gayle Springer asked the council about removing a tree in the ditch. Springer stated she thought it would work best if the city could pull it out with the city tractor. Mayor Loney said he would try to do that.


Mayor Loney thanked everyone who helped with Ragbrai and stated that he thought everyone who participated was very helpful and civil. Mayor Loney also asked Anderson and Muth who sit on the Fire Agency board if they could store the two temporary pumps inside during the winter so that they would not freeze. Anderson stated they would look into it. Mayor Loney discussed an offer he had received on the propane fuel for the lagoon lift station and also that he was having the warning system looked at. Mayor Loney also suggested that the city have a public input meeting on what should be done with the profits from Ragbrai. After some discussion it was decided to hold this meeting at 6:30 pm on Sept. 10 just before the council meeting in the American Legion Hall.

Mayor Loney opened the public hearing on the water rate increases at 7:28pm. Anderson explained the rates and that the money would be allocated to the lagoon project. Frank Richardson asked the council what would happen if residents were to speak out against it. Anderson stated that the council would have to hold another meeting with the public to discuss options. Anderson also stated that every resident and business would  have to pay this charge. Once comments ceased Mayor Loney closed the hearing at 7:41pm. Anderson made a motion to approve Ordinance 169 to amend the sanitary sewer fees. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent.

Pruisner made a motion to approve Resolution 12-09 to comply with FEMA’s national flood insurance program. Erickson seconded the motion. All ayes with Lytle absent; motion passed.


Erickson stated that he had not heard any more on the sign for the east side of town. Pruisner mention that she had a digital copy of the city logo made and would send it to Erickson. Erickson stated he would find out the cost and report back at the September meeting.

Anderson stated that mowing had been done out at the lagoon site and that weeds had been killed around fence posts. More work was still needed to determine the amount of work need to install a new fence along the west side. Richardson offered to help build the fence. Action on the fence is tabled until September.


Mayor Loney informed the council that the curb near the old lift station had been repaired and that he has called the engineer about changing the red warning light on top of the new lift station to point north instead of south. Anderson made a motion to approve the Bartlett & West billing of $837.89. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent. 


Action on the Salvage Yard was tabled until September.


Pruisner made a motion to approve the Library contract with Zearing for the 2012-2013 fiscal year. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent.


Anderson made a motion to approve Resolution 12-08 placing a lien again Parcel 56 for delinquent utility billings in the amount of $902.26 with a processing fee of $50.00. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent.

Action on mower and other lagoon work was tabled until September.


Mayor Loney asked the clerk to check into the cost to have Pruisner bonded before adding her to the city’s checking account. Action was tabled until September.


Anderson stated he would speak to Richard Thompson about the adjoining wall and basement next to Parcel 91. Richardson offered to inspect the building that night to see if there was a full basement under the building. Action on Parcel 91 was tabled until September.


Pruisner made a motion to approve the $100 billing that Roger Holland submitted form the grinding of two stumps. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes motion passed; with Lytle absent.


The next regular Council Meeting is set for September 10th, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

Pruisner made a motion to adjourn. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent.
