The City Council of McCallsburg met on Monday February 4, 2013 at 7 pm, in the McCallsburg City Hall for the regular monthly meeting. Mayor Loney called the meeting to order. Councilpersons Scott Anderson, Chris Erickson, David Muth, and Robin Pruisner were present. Councilman Bill Lytle was absent. Story County Supervisor Paul Toot, Mayor Brett Comegys from Collins, Deputy Quinn from Story County Sheriff’s Office and two residents were also in attendance.
Councilman Muth made a motion to approve the agenda, the minutes from the January 14, 2013 meeting and the financial reports. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes motion passed, with Lytle absent.

Deputy Quinn introduced herself to the council and stated that she is the new deputy assigned to the city for this calendar year. Councilwoman Pruisner stated that she was concerned about an ATV running around town at night and causing a disturbance. Deputy Quinn said she would look into the matter and she would also let the other officers know about the concern.


The clerk informed the council that she and Mayor Loney would be attending an insurance seminar on Wednesday February 6th  in Ames. The clerk also asked Pruisner if she was going to attend the Story County Hazard Mitigation Meeting with the mayor Thursday evening. Pruisner stated she would.


Pruisner made a motion to approve Resolution 13-02 which sets the Budget Hearing for FY 2013 – 2014 on Monday March 4th at 7:00pm. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent. 


Mayor Comegys of Collins spoke to the council on his proposal to Story County for city assistance to fund the creation of Capital Improvement Plans. Mayor Comegys mentioned how having a CIP has helped his city grow and believes that it would be beneficial to all small communities. Mayor Comegys would be willing to work as a facilitator between the city and county to create a realistic plan for each community. If the county approves the proposal it would cost the city $375 to have an administrative review and $625 to create a CIP.  Pruisner stated that she liked the idea and it would provide some collaboration with similar communities. Huffer stated a CIP could be beneficial to map out TIF and the city’s other improvements. The clerk mentioned that an improvement plan is needed to comply with the new reporting requirements for TIF. Muth asked how often this would need to be revised. Mayor Comegys stated that he would help create the initial plan but then it would be up to the city to revise the plan as needed. Mayor Comegys stated his hope was to have the city’s support for his proposal so then he could present it to county supervisors with a listing of all the towns willing to participate in the program. Anderson made a motion to sign the Testament of Community Interest and take part in both the Administrative Review and the Capital Improvement Plan if Story County approves the 75% fund match. Erickson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth, and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent. 

The council moved up unfinished business item A: E-18. Mayor Loney addressed County Supervisor Toot and stated the city is interested in giving back S-27 and E-18 back to the county. Toot stated that the County Engineer is interested in taking back the highways to keep consistent maintenance. Toot also stated there was a possibility the speed limits on those roads could return to 35mph and the four-way stop on E-18 and 4th Street could be turned back into a two-way stop. Pruisner stated concerns over losing the four-way stop and increasing the speed limit. Huffer asked Toot if he could check on the four-way stop and any plans to change it. Toot agreed and stated all the county would need is a Resolution from the city to end the 28E Agreement on the highways. Pruisner also asked Toot about the county’s plans for the maintenance sheds within the communities. Toot stated the county is looking at the possibility of having four satellite sheds outside of Nevada but no decisions had been made as to which might close or stay open. Toot stated he would look into the issue of the four-way stop and get back to the council. The Mayor and council thanked Mr. Toot for his time.

Anderson made a motion to approve the law enforcement contract with the Story County Sheriff’s Department for fiscal year 2013- 2014 at the rate of $52.00 per capita which amounts to an annual sum of $17,316.00. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent. 

The clerk presented the council with an amended Annual Financial Report for 2012 and informed the council of changes made. The clerk also stated no hearing had to be given just publication of changes and the public could view the amended report in the city office. Pruisner made a motion to approve the amended Annual Financial Report for 2012. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent.

The clerk stated she was still waiting on information for a city audit. Action on the issue was tabled. 

The council asked the Mayor to check with John Deere about rates on lease agreements for a mower. 


Pruisner made a motion to approve Change Order #10 of the lagoon project which moves the light on the pump house from the south side to the north side. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent. 


Test results has not been completed on the water at Parcel #67. The issue is tabled until the March meeting.


Huffer spoke to the council about Parcel #91. He mentioned there had been some discussion as to ownership on the building. Huffer stated he has looked into the matter and according to the County Assessor the building does belong to the city. The council reviewed the demolition bid which had been received. The clerk was instructed to contact the contractor to clarify some concerns the council had over the contract. 

The next regular council meeting will be held Monday March 4th, 2013 at 7 p.m. at City Hall.


Councilman Pruisner made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes, motion passed with Lytle absent.
