The City Council of McCallsburg met on Monday February 20, 2012 at 7 pm, in the McCallsburg City Hall for a special meeting. Mayor Loney called the meeting to order. Councilpersons Scott Anderson, Chris Erickson, Bill Lytle, David Muth and Robin Pruisner were present. Debby Johnson from IA Realty was also present.
Councilman Muth made a motion to approve the agenda. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.







 Mayor Loney opened the Public hearing on the Proposed City Budget for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 at 7:00 pm. Mayor Loney asked for any public comments. No written comments had been submitted and no oral comments were given. The Mayor asked a second and third time, no comments were given. Mayor Loney closed the Public Hearing at 7:02pm. Lytle made a motion to approve resolution 12-03 Adopting City Budget for FY 2012 – 2013. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.

Lytle made a motion to accept the offer of $6,000.00 from Trevor & Ann Swaim for Lots 6, 7 and the remaining portion of Lot 8 in the Owen D. Fincham subdivision. Pruisner seconded the offer. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.

No written bids were submitted to the City for mowing of the city park. Mayor Loney stated that Jim Gibson had given him a verbal offer of mowing the park at the same price as last year. 


Ken Tiarks submitted a letter to the council resigning from maintaining the city’s website. The council instructed the clerk to take over this duty.


Ragbri sent a notice to the city asking for permission to come through the City of McCallsburg. The council had no objections and appointed Pruisner and Lytle to be the co-chairs for the Ragbri committee. Pruisner stated that a meeting should be held to notify the residents and get an idea for how many would like to be vendors. The clerk was instructed to send letters notifying the residents of the meeting in the March water bills.

Lytle made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.
