Deputy Schroeder had no report to give. Pruisner read the article she had written for the newsletter on the golf carts issue. Schroeder stated it was well done and covered all the legal reminders.
The clerk was asked to post the article in town.

Mr. Donica asked the council about the proposed road repairs and asked if the road by Fruitt and 7th was planning to have work done since no road markings had been made there. Anderson stated he had gone around with a company that morning and they reviewed many areas that hadn’t been marked. 

Vern Nelson thanked the council for their donation to the Coffee Pot.

Pruisner stated she had received a suggestion that the city install a disc golf course throughout town so that McCallsburg would become a destination city for disc golfers. 


No committee reports were given.

Mayor Loney asked the council if they would like the clerk to send nuisance abatements to Parcels 107, 46, S/B 15. The council instructed the clerk to send out nuisance abatements.


The clerk informed the council that the last loan payment to State Bank for the Alliant Energy Loan had been paid in June.


Lytle made a motion to set a public hearing for the proposed changes to the city codes concerning sewer rates as August 6, 2012 at 7:00 pm. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.


Action on the east side sign was tabled.


The council decided the following streets would need to be closed during Ragbrai. 4th Street from Latrobe to Dubois from July 24th to approximately 5:00pm July 25th. Main Street beginning at 3rd Street through 8th Street 7am – 4pm July 25th. 3rd Street to Main Street from 7am – 5pm on July 25th. All of Dubois Street from 7am – 3pm on July 25th. Pruisner also asked the clerk to help finish filling out the insurance information for the Ragbrai event. Pruisner made a motion to set the premium for added insurance the day of  July 25, 2012 no larger than $1,200. Lytle seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.

Anderson made a motion to approve the Bartlett & West billing for lagoon engineering work of $837.89. Lytle seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye; Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. 


Manatts submitted a bid for road repairs at $51,000. Blacktop Service Co. submitted a bid for road repairs at $36,000. After some discussion it was decided to have bids resubmitted adding a few additional areas of road repairs. Lytle made a motion to spend no more than $70,000 on road repairs during Fiscal Year 2012 – 2013. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye; Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. Lytle made a motion to have Mayor Loney borrow $50,000 on a 24month loan note with no pre payment penalty. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye; Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.

Mayor Loney informed the council that the bid for fixing the fencing around the lagoon came in at $8,120. Anderson stated that Keith Anderson had sprayed weeds along the fence line so that it could be seen better. The council agreed that the bid was too high and that they would work on it themselves.

Lytle made a motion to set a public hearing on the proposed ordinance change to included the FEMA ordinance on National Flood Insurance for August 6, 2012 at 7pm. Erickson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.


The council set August 6th at 6:30pm as the date Mayor Loney will show them the new lagoon control panel.


Anderson made a motion to approve the contractor pay application of $7,505.00 for lagoon work. Lytle seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed. 

Lytle made a motion to approve the 28E Agreement with Story County Animal Rescue. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.


The council received a salvage yard application. Action was tabled until the August 6, 2012 meeting so Anderson and Lytle could have time to do an inspection.


Lytle made a motion to approve Resolution 12-07 to raise water rates 3%. Anderson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye; Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.


The next regular Council Meeting is set for August 6th, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

Lytle made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.

Minutes are not official until approved by council.
