Officer Schroeder had no news to report from the Sheriff’s department.


Mayor Loney informed the council that he had spoken to The Trashman and a 40yard dumpster would cost the city $165 each plus dumping fees for the city’s free day. The council asked the Mayor if he would get a list of what the Boone landfill would or would not take. The council set April 28th from 8:00 a.m – 10:00 p.m. as the city’s Free Day.


Mayor Loney opened the Public Hearing on the sale of Lots 6, 7 and the north half of Lot 8 in Owen D. Fincham Subdivision at 7:14p.m. Mayor Loney asked for any comments from the public for or against the sale of the lots. No comments were made. Mayor Loney asked a second and third time with no comments given. Mayor Loney closed the public hearing at 7:16p.m. Councilman Lytle made a motion to approve the sale of Lots 6, 7 and the north half of Lot 8 in the Owen D. Subdivision for $6,000.00 to Travis Swaim. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.


Mayor Loney informed the council that the propane tank has been installed and filled at the lagoon. However; the ground was too frozen to bury the piping from the generator to the tank and will be done later in the spring.


The council and Attorney Huffer discussed the upcoming meeting with the Story County Board of Supervisors and Sherriff Fitzgerald on March 12th at 9:30am. 


Councilman Lytle made a motion to renew the contract with Debby Johnson of IA Realty for another 90days beginning on March 10th. Anderson seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.


Mayor Loney stated he had not received a quote from Mississippi Valley on the pump maintaince. The council tabled the pumps until April.


The council will hold a meeting to meet with residents about the possibility of Ragbri coming through McCallsburg. The meeting will be March 12th at 7:00pm at the American Legion Hall.


Blaine Tibben from Alliant Energy spoke to the council. Tibben stated that Alliant would be doing work just east of town late this spring and early summer but did not think there would be much else happening in the area. Mayor Loney stated that the city would need Alliant to pull some electrical connections at the subdivision since multiple lots had been purchased by one family.

Anderson made a motion to approve payment of Bartlett & West’s billing of $1,001.44. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. The clerk was instructed to invite Mr. Shoup to the April council meeting. 


The council reviewed the insurance quote for the city. The clerk was instructed to have a few items removed from the policy and submit a new report at the March 12th meeting.

The next regular Council Meeting is set for April 2nd, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.


Budget Hearing is set for March 12th at 6:55pm at the American Legion.


Lytle made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.
