City of McCallsburg

The City Council of McCallsburg met on Monday May 14, 2012 at 6:45 pm, in the McCallsburg American Legion Hall for a special meeting. Mayor Loney called the meeting to order. Councilpersons Scott Anderson, Chris Erickson, David Muth and Robin Pruisner were present. Councilman Bill Lytle was absent. City Attorney Robert Huffer and nine citizens were also in attendance. 
Mayor Loney opened the Public Hearing on the proposed changes to the Vendor ordinance at 6:55pm. No comments or written comments were given. Mayor Loney closed the public hearing at 6:57pm. Anderson made a motion to waive the second and third reading or the proposed ordinance changes. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed, with Lytle absent. Erickson made a motion to approve the changes to Ordinance 46 dealing with vendors within city limits. Anderson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent. Pruisner asked the council what if any action should be taken with regards to a vendor license for the Schwan’s man who sells food in town. Huffer stated that the city could make a provision in the ordinance specifically naming the Schwan’s company as an exception. Pruisner made a motion to accept the amended ordinance #168 specifically naming Schwan’s as an exception to the vendor fees. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Muth, and Pruisner. Motion passed with Lytle absent.
Erickson showed the council an example of a metal cut sign that could be used as an option for the city’s east side welcome sign. Erickson said he would follow up on the costs and time needed for the project. The clerk was instructed to find a PDF of the city emblem to use for the design. Action on the sign was tabled until the June 4th meeting.

Huffer stated that the Co-op should be responsible for all permits and fees needed through DNR and the EPA for the burning of the old chemical plant. Huffer also stated that the Co-op should reimburse the fire department for their time, water used, fuel, etc during the burn at that no cost should be charged to the city. Mayor Loney stated that the fire department was not able to use this as a training fire. Pruisner made a motion to have Huffer draw up a draft of an agreement between the city and Key Co-op on the fees and regulations that must be met before the burn could take place. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent.


Anderson made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Lytle absent.
