Jim Schroeder a Deputy from the Sheriff’s Department, City Attorney Robert Huffer, Norman Tjelmeland, Vern Nelson and Stephen Donica were also present.
Councilperson Muth made a motion to approve the agenda, the minutes from the April 2nd, 2012 Regular Meeting, the April 2nd Special Meeting and the financial reports. Erickson seconded the motion. All ayes with Anderson and Lytle absent; motion passed.

Deputy Schroeder had no report to give. Mayor Loney stated he was still receiving complaints of children driving golf carts. Pruisner asked Huffer what the city could do. Huffer stated that if a person or council member were able to document the name of the driver, time, date and location of the incident they could then turn that over to the Sherriff’s Department and they could then charge the person. Schroeder agreed that would be an easy way to handle those incidents. Pruisner stated she would write an article to place in the newsletter about this. Muth asked that the article also be placed in the Post Office.

Donica asked the council if any plans were in place to repair North 3rd Street. The Council stated it was on their list of things to do this year.


Mayor Loney stated that a building permit had been submitted for a new fence and was approved by Planning & Zoning.


Mayor Loney also informed the council that Key Co-op is interested in burning down the old chemical plant. The Co-op will take care of contacting the DNR. Mayor Loney asked the council to review the code on matters like this. Pruisner asked if the fire department would be using it as a practice burn. Mayor Loney stated he did not believe that the fire department was able to. Huffer stated that the Co-op should be required to pay the cost of having the fire department at the burn, incase anything should happen.

Mayor Loney also stated that he would like to find a time to get all of the council members together to review the emergency procedures for the new lift station.


The clerk stated she would be out of the office on May 17th.


The Clerk informed the council that MIC Insurance had submitted quotes for the city to increase coverage on the contents of city hall. To raise the coverage to $10,000 the premium would be $26.00 a year and to raise the coverage to $15,000 the premium would be $39.00 a year. Pruisner made a motion to increase the coverage of the contents at city hall to $15,000. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes, motion passed with Anderson and Lytle absent.


Mayor Loney informed the council that he had spoken to the Story County Board of Supervisors and the Story Conservation Board about replacing the city welcome sign on the east end of town. Both agreed that the city could tear down the old sign and replace it. Action on the sign was tabled until May 14th.


Mayor Loney informed the council that Union Pacific assured him that they would have personnel in attendance to patrol the crossing on July 25th when Ragbrai comes through town. Pruisner stated that there would be a Ragbrai meeting on May 14th at 7:00pm at the American Legion.


Mayor Loney reminded the council that May 19th will be the city clean up day. There will be two dumpsters on main from 8:00am to 10:00 am.


Pruisner made a motion to approve change order #8 on the lagoon project. The change order adds wrip wrap around the new cell at a cost of $11,388.00. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Anderson and Lytle were absent; motion passed.


Pruisner made a motion to approve the Certificate of Substantial Completion on the lagoon project. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Anderson and Lytle were absent; motion passed. 

Phil Paulson submitted a bid of $300.00 to remove the weed trees hanging over the road at Parcel #162. Muth made a motion to accept the bid of $300.00. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed with Anderson and Lytle absent.

Pruisner submitted a rough draft of changes to the vendor ordinance to support the Ragbrai vendors and also a vendor application form to be used for Ragbrai vendors. Pruisner made a motion to set the Public Hearing of the Ordinance changes on May 14th at 6:45pm at the Legion Hall. Erickson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Anderson and Lytle were absent; motion passed. 

Norman Tjelmeland spoke to the council about the Legion’s request for an outdoor liquor license during Ragbrai. Tjelmeland presented the council with a map of the proposed location of the beer garden and asked that the city close off 4th Street in front of the Legion on July 25th, 2012. Tjelmeland also stated that the Legion would have people posted at the entrance checking ID’s and giving out wrist bands to distinguish those who were of age to drink alcohol. Pruisner made a motion to approve the temporary outdoor liquor license for the American Legion from July 24th – July 26th, 2012. Erickson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Erickson, Muth and Pruisner. Anderson and Lytle were absent; motion passed. 

The next regular Council Meeting is set for June 4th, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

A Special Meeting will be held May 14th, 2012 at 6:45pm at the American Legion.


Erickson made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes with Anderson and Lytle absent; motion passed.
