Councilman Muth made a motion to approve the agenda, the minutes from the October 1st, 2012 Regular Meeting, and the financial reports. Lytle seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.

Deputy Schroeder spoke to the council about updates in the Sheriff’s department. 


Mayor Loney informed the council that the old sewer pumps had been sold to Central Pump for $1,000. If the pumps are re-sold the city will receive fifteen percent of the profit. Mayor Loney also informed the council that both he and Councilwoman Pruisner would be attending an Emergency Response Meeting on November 8th.

Mayor Loney opened the snow removal bids. Only one bid was received by the start of the meeting. Shaine Jacobson submitted a bid of $30/hour with the use of the city’s equipment. Attorney Huffer suggested putting in a few controls in the contract about snow removal times. Anderson made a motion to accept Jacobson’s bid with agreed upon provisions. Lytle seconded the motion. On roll cal voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.

Pruisner presented the council with quotes from Iowa Prison Industries on signs for both the east city entrance and the park sign. The council discussed other options and financing as well. Further discussion of the sign is tabled until April. 


Discussion of the mower and lagoon work was tabled until December.


Pruisner made a motion to approve Resolution 12-11 Setting December 3, 2012 at 7:00pm for a public hearing on the sale of lots 5, 6, 7 and 8 block 3 original town of McCallsburg. Anderson seconded the motion. On roll cal voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. 

Attorney Huffer informed the council that the city had three options for dealing with Parcel 107. The council could hire someone to clean up the property and then charge the costs against the property. Another option would be for the city to clean up the property on their own or file criminal charges. Pruisner made a motion to file criminal charges against the residents at Parcel 107. Lytle seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. 

Action on the Statement of Final Completion and Release of Claims was tabled until December.


Anderson spoke to the council about the inspections Roland had done on properties to make sure sewer pumps were draining properly. Anderson stated this was not something McCallsburg needed to do right now but possibly look towards in the future.


James Wright spoke to the council about barking dogs in his neighborhood. Wright asked about a noise ordinance. Chapter 25 Section 12 states it is illegal to keep noisy animals.  The clerk was instructed to send out nuisance abatement. Huffer also stressed to the residents that if formal complaints are signed and times of barking with duration are recorded and given to the clerk that would be helpful in pursing the matter. 

Anderson stated he has received many complaints about open burning in town. Huffer stated that in order to change this it would require an ordinance change. No further action was taken.


Lytle made a motion to set November 26th at 7:00pm for a public hearing on the Annual Financial Report. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.

The council asked Mayor Loney to set up a meeting with Iowa Rural Water and Kevin Jacobson to discuss looping water lines. 


Lytle made a motion approving up to $500 on a new computer and support equipment for the city office. Pruisner seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. 


The date for the annual Community Christmas Party is scheduled for December 15th, 2012.

Public Hearing for the Annual Financial Report is set for November 26th at 7:00pm in City Hall.


The next regular Council Meeting is set for December 3rd, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

Lytle made a motion to adjourn. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.
