Gail Springer asked the council about the leash laws in town and mentioned that while on her walks she has had incidents of dogs running out of their yards to come after her. Pruisner suggested that an article be placed in the newsletter reminding residents of the leash law, fines and about pet registration.

Teri and Randy Sutton presented the council with a written bid of $1,200 for 305 Fruitt. Council instructed the clerk to set the public hearing for the lots on November 5th at 7:00pm. Stephen Donica expressed concern that a solid building and time plan was laid out for the property bid upon. Clint Pickering asked the council what requirements were needed to buy the property.

The clerk mentioned the office would be closed the morning of October 11th while she and the Mayor attended an Emergency Management meeting in Nevada.


Lytle and Erickson stated they were still waiting on bid for the proposed welcome sign on the east side of town. 


Plans for constructing the west side fence around the lagoon are set for Saturday October 6th at 8:00am. 


Jacobson spoke to the council about the water quality issues that had been mentioned at last month’s meeting. Jacobson said that closing some of the dead ends in the system would help but it would be impossible to get rid of all the dead ends in the water line. Pruisner asked if anyone had spoken to the firemen about flushing the hydrants on a regular basis. Anderson stated the agency had not met since the last council meeting. Erickson stated he would be willing to flush the hydrants if someone would show him how. Jacobson mentioned he has heard of a device that will automatically flush the hydrants according to a timer and that the cost was approximately $1,200. Lytle stated that along with looping the dead ends the city needed to repair the other areas of the water lines that were causing troubles. He also stated the city needed to do this project before TIF funds ran out. 

Acceptance of the Statement of Final Completion and Release of Claims for the lagoon project was tabled until November. 


Jacobson mentioned he had approached the Mayor earlier this summer and asked if the city would be willing to sell their old John Deere mower. Mayor Loney had said he did not know if the council would sell it. Jacobson stated he has used the mower to mow around the lagoon after going over the area with his brush hog. Pruisner stated that perhaps the council would be willing to rent the mower to Jacobson or even trade personal use of the mower in exchange for continuing to mow around lagoon. 

Lytle made a motion to accept bid for snow removal work until November 5th at 7:00 pm. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed. 


The council set Saturday October 27th from 6:00pm until 8:00 pm as beggar’s night in McCallsburg.


The next regular Council Meeting is set for November 5th, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

Lytle made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.
