Stephen Donica informed the council the road on North 3rd which had been repaired is beginning to rut out and may need to be looked at before winter. 


Gail Springer asked what the results of the water testing Kevin Jacobson had done. Mayor Loney stated he didn’t know Jacobson had done testing but he would check and get back to her. 


Kim & Kathy Nelson spoke to the council about their water quality. Kathy thanked the Mayor and the Clerk for their quick responses when she has sent letters of complaint.


Deputy Schroeder had no news to report. Mayor Loney asked if he would tell the council and citizens a little about the Stranger Danger program they put on at the school, which he did.


Mayor Loney stated he had received a building permit but was still waiting for the payment of the fee before submitting it to Planning & Zoning.


Mayor Loney also spoke about the issues of the water quality and suggested the hydrants be flushed every month. Anderson also stated he would speak to IA Rural Water about assisting with a project to loop water lines in the future.


The council tabled action on the east sign until October giving time for research to be done on cost comparisons.

Mayor Loney stated the bid he had received to repair the lagoon fence was approximately $8,900. A few residents stated they would help to repair the fence. The council set September 22nd at 8:00am as the day to tear out the existing fence and create a materials list. The council set October 6th at 8:00am as the day to install the new fencing.


Lytle made a motion to add the Mayor ProTem as an alternate to sign city checks. Anderson seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle and Muth. Motion passed with Pruisner abstaining.


Lytle stated he had completed the inspection of the Salvage Yard and did not see any violations. Lytle made a motion to approve the Salvage Yard License for Thompson Auto Parts from July 1, 2012 until June 30, 2013. Muth seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle and Muth. Voting nay: Pruisner; motion passed. 

Randy Sutton spoke to the council about the possibility of bidding on 305 Fruitt. Sutton stated he is interested in bidding a $1000 on the four lots to build a home and he had heard there was some watershed issues with the lots. Lytle asked how soon he intended to build. Sutton stated he intended to start immediately. Mayor Loney informed the council that Sutton would need permission from the council to live in a travel trailer on the property during the house construction. Anderson asked how big the house was to be. Sutton stated while the plans are not fully completed the intention was to build a 1,000 square foot home. The clerk informed Sutton that he would have to write down his bid and submit it in order to get the process moving.

Lytle made a motion to approve the liquor license for the American Legion. Pruisner seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.


Mayor Loney informed the council that the owner of Parcel #96 has asked to be removed from the city utility billing. All members of the council agreed no exceptions will be made.

Talk on the mower and lagoon mowing is tabled until October.


Anderson made a motion to allow the Colo-Nesco School to place a bus stop at 6th Street & Fruitt. Lytle seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed. 

The council agreed the city did not need a sump pump ordinance at this time and so no action was taken.


The council set a meeting for September 24th at 7:00pm to approve the Street Financial Report.


Anderson made a motion to approve Pay Request #8 for the lagoon work in the amount of $15,326.96. Lytle seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed.


Anderson made a motion at approve Change Order #9 provided the clerk double checks the dates on the form. Lytle seconded the motion. On roll call voting aye: Anderson, Erickson, Lytle, Muth and Pruisner; motion passed. 


Action on the Statement of Final Completion and Release of Claims was tabled until the light on the new pump house was fixed.


The next regular Council Meeting is set for October 1st, 2012 at 7pm in City Hall.

Lytle made a motion to adjourn. Muth seconded the motion. All ayes; motion passed.
